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Malicious Domain Advisory – 18-Jul-08 
 

New Malicious Domains 
 
 
GovCertUK are aware of a number of systems downloading malicious software from some 
previously unknown malicious domains. Like the ongoing SQL injection attacks, legitimate 
websites are being compromised so that users unknowingly download from and/or are redirected 
to one of the malicious domains. The malicious domains that GovCertUK are currently aware of 
are: 
 

 Pinoc(dot)org 

 Pinoc(dot)info 
 
The malware can be detected by analysing web traffic logs for traffic to any of the above domains. 
Evidence of any of these malicious domains within web traffic logs may indicate an infected 
computer on the network.  
 
 
Another identifying feature of this malware is the fact that it on occasion will download further 
malicious software from either the original malicious domain or google-analyze(dot)cn. Again, 
evidence of this domain in web traffic logs may indicate an infected computer on the network. 
 
 
GovCertUK recommend that the above domains are blocked at perimeter network devices. For 
any infected machines that are found, it is advisable to isolate them from the network. It is also 
advisable to perform a clean system rebuild before reconnecting the machine to the network.
